STUDENT SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION

Dear College Students:
Because of a generous donation from the Shah Family and other individual donors, we are able to sponsor a limited number of college student scholarships to participate in the Annual International Conference on Conflict Resolution Education, June 11th – 14th, 2014.  You may attend one or both days of the main conference June 13th or 14th, and/or select a pre-conference training.  This is an opportunity for you to learn from and network with organizations and universities from across the U.S. and around the globe in the field of peace and conflict resolution!  Scholarships are only allocated to cover conference fees. All other expenses are the responsibility of the student.
The following selection criteria and details for applying include:
Eligibility:

1. Students must be enrolled in a U.S. College or University. 
2. International students enrolled at a U.S. College or University are eligible.
3. Students in any field are eligible.  
4. Students may be enrolled in community colleges, undergraduate four year programs, or completing their graduate studies.
5. Scholarship recipients will be expected to volunteer at the event as a workshop monitor for
sessions throughout the day(s) they attend.  Scholarship recipients choose their workshops.  Details will be provided to those who are awarded the scholarship.      

Priority in scholarships will be allocated to:
1.  Students who are currently enrolled in a peace or conflict studies concentration or degree program.  

2.  Students who are enrolled at a community college.

3.  A minimum of three University of Pennsylvania students.  

4.  Students enrolled in a Peace and Conflict Studies Program from an Ohio College or University.  

How to apply:

1. Students must share how attending the conference relates to their course of study and future plans.  This should be submitted in writing in one page or less, doubled space, and should be returned with the registration form.  Students should include their plans for covering their travel and housing to and from the conference if they do not currently reside in the Fairfax, Virginia/Washington DC area.
2.  Proof of student status must be provided.  This can include a scanned copy of a student ID (if the year is printed on ID or the semester is listed on the ID) or a college/university registration receipt (with personal information other than name, blacked out).   
All applications with the essay and proof of current student status due by April 15th, 2014.  All selected scholarship applicants will be notified via e-mail by April 21st, 2014 by email.
