Ways to Address Glaser’s Needs in a Classroom:
Love and Belonging
Establish a caring environment

Establish warm and personal relationships with students

Prevent and respond to bullying and teasing

Teach conflict resolution skills to maintain friendships

Teach social skills and use cooperative learning to build a sense of belonging.

Power

Create opportunities for academic and behavioral success for all students

Use individualized goal setting and evaluation

Help students self-evaluate their own performance

Provide positive feedback and recognition

Give students numerous jobs or responsibilities in the classroom

Freedom

Give students a voice in what they learn and how they complete assignments

Require students to design a plan for improvement when a problem occurs

Allow students to take part in setting rules and creating consequences
Give students free time during the school day to choose from a variety of learning options

Fun

Welcome physical activity

Expect and allow talking and laughter

Give students a wide variety of choices in extracurricular activities

Include students’ interests in curricular planning
ADAPTING TO STUDENTS NEEDS:

Here is a list of nine ways that a teacher can adapt to the specific or special needs of a student:

1. SIZE OF TASK – Adapt number of items or tasks a child is asked to complete

2. TIME -- Adapt the amount of time for learning or doing a task.

3. LEVEL OF SUPPORT – Adapt the amount of individualized attention.

4. INPUT – Adapt the ways instruction is given to a child, verbally or written, more concrete or less concrete examples, using books on tape, etc.

5. DIFFCULTY – Adapt the skill level.

6. OUTPUT – Adapt the ways a student is allowed to respond or display mastery.

7. PARTICIPATION – Adapt the extent to which the student  is involved in the lesson (example – letting a student keep time in a science experiment).

8. ALTERNATE GOALS – Adapt the goals for a lesson, for example, not focusing on spelling errors but concentrating on formation of cursive letters.

9. SUBSTITUTE CURRICULUM – Adapt curriculum used with a specific student.
